Resultados esperados 


Expected results
LEONARDO
- Edition of an anthology of Leonardo´s texts, translated into portuguese, along with one paper on Leonardo´s theory of color. 
- Furthermore, a paper on the artistic and the scientific interest of Leonardo’s drawings and one on the comparison between Leonardo and Vesalius use od images in science, will be published. 
- Another relevant result will be the support to a PHD dissertation on Leonardo´s theory of color (by Ana Figueiredo supervised by Prof. José Croca).
- Three workshop on scientific/artistic drawings of Leonerdo will be organized, directed by Carlo Vecce, international expert on Leonardo´s manuscripts from the University of Macerata (Invited Consultant).

- Besides the three public conferences given in the referred workshop, Prof. Carlo Vecce will come to Lisbon three times (once a hear) to give scientific support to the local team and to provide a two days seminar (8 hours).

GOETHE
- A workshop on the role play by images in the development of Goethe research on plants, under the supervision of Prof. Filomena Molder, will be organized. 
- In the consequence of the work developed during the workshop, two papers on Goethe´s theories on botanics and his use of images will be published.

DARWIN
- The main result of this line of research will be the Master Dissertation on "Ch. Darwin and the Malthusian Image of Society" by Claudia Sofia Luís Gonçalves (supervised by Prof. Olga Pombo).

- another significant result will be the publication of an anthology of images and texts (translated to portuguese, note that at present there is no portuguese translation) taken from Darwin´s "The Expression of Emotions in Man and Animals". 

- In this connection, a paper on the relevance and functions of images in Darwin´s "The Expression of Emotions in Man and Animals", both from the artistic and the scientific point of view, will be published. 

A further public conference and article will be produced by Prof. Bracinha Vieira dealing with PALEOLITHIC IMAGES. Prof. B. Vieira intends to present his own model of interpretation of rupestral drawings (graphisms, representation of animals and men) of the high european paleolitic, from Urals (Kapova e Ignatiev) up until Portugal (Escoural and Foz Côa).

Task description
LEONARDO
The primary goal of this line of research will be to analyse the relation between image and text in the "Trattato della Pittura" by Leonardo da Vinci. A selection of texts from that "Trattato" will be established and translated, particulary in relation to Leonardo´s theory of color (this will be the first portuguese translation of these texts). In connection, support and advise to the PHD dissertation of Ana Figueiredo will be provided. 

A further issue will be the study of Leonardo’s drawings both from the scientific and the artistic points of view. We believe that special attention must be given to this unique moment of intertwining of art and science. As M. Kemp states "there was no aspect of knowledge about causes and effects in the visible world which could not be legitimately said to lie within the painter´s compass" (2001). Particularly interesting will be the comparison of Leonardo´s drawings with those by VESALIUS included in the "Humani Corporis Fabrica" . While Leonardo´s have a sort of fantastic aura, Vesalius´ lean in the direction of realism. In fact, if in the Fabrica´s first edition Vesalius is very cautious, in the second (a rare exemplar is available at the Museum of Medicine of UL) he breaks with Galenic tradition opening way to further discoveries on blood circulation (W. Harvey).

GOETHE - In the development of Goethe´s theory of plants metamorphosis, in which the one archetypal image within the endless multitude of forms is looked for, drawings play a crucial role. About the carnation plant that struck him with particular force in Rome, he wrote: “Seeing no way to preserve this marvellous shape, I undertook to draw it exactly, and in doing so attained ever more insight into the basic concept of metamorphosis”. Goethe made several drawings of these forms, and asked painter friends to make detailed pictures of some.

DARWIN
This research line intends to analyse the role of the images in Charles Darwin’s "The Expression of the Emotions in Man and Animals" (1872), both from the artistic and scientific point of view. The book is the last great work on evolution and focus on the supposed ”universal nature” of emotion expression in animals and humans, comparing studies on infants and children, people in different cultures, paintings, sculptures, cats, dogs and monkeys. 
Now, our aim is to understand how Darwin uses and works with images in the construction of scientific theories. From the artistic point of view, the project aims to study the relation between Darwin´s book and Victorian Aesthetics, namely its relationship with Ruskin and its role in the constitution of the new physiologistic aesthetical paradigm that rises in the two last decades of the 18th Century having Grant Allen as his major tenant. 
Another objective is the selection and translation into portuguese of a set of texts from Darwin´s "The Expression of Emotions in Man and Animals" .
An important part of this research is also the support and advise to the master dissertation of Claudia Sofia Luís Gonçalves.
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
